Year 2 

 Year 2 began an exciting art project using textiles to make collages. The unit focused on 

arranging different materials, experimenting with abstract shapes and colours, and adding 

texture to create engaging, tactile pictures into a pouch. 

We learned that  Collage: is arranging a mix of materials to make a picture or design. 

Abstract art: is using colour and shape to express ideas rather than copying real life. Texture: 

is adding materials so parts of the artwork feel soft, bumpy, smooth or raised. We honed our 

practical skills: cutting, tearing, layering. 

We took our inspiration from our book- The Last Wolf: We looked at examples of textile 

collage and talked about different colours, shapes and textures. The children sketched 

simple layouts and chose fabrics and materials. We cut/tore and layered textiles onto 

backing card, using glue to secure pieces. We added texture with Ribbons, yarn, buttons and 

small cardboard shapes were used to build dimension. 

 



 

 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 



 

 

 



Year 3 

Maths 

Children have continued developing their Key Instant Recall Facts (KIRFs) by counting up and 

down in tenths. We have also begun our learning on "time", beginning with learning to 

recognise Roman numerals to 12. Later in the week, we focused on telling the time, 

beginning with o'clock and half past, before moving on to quarter past. We finished the 

week by labelling clocks to the nearest 5 minutes. 

English 

The children have worked incredibly hard on producing the first drafts of their writing. We 

have been particularly impressed with the quality of their ideas and the effort they have put 

into making their writing engaging for the reader. The children have used a range of 

descriptive techniques, including expanded noun phrases to add detail and subordinate 

clauses to provide additional information. They have also organised their writing effectively 

using clear subheadings. After completing their first drafts, the children carefully edited and 

redrafted their work, making improvements to vocabulary, punctuation and sentence 

structure. We are very proud of the lovely pieces of writing they have produced. 

Science 

In Science, we began our new topic on Light. The children investigated how light travels by 

using torches and observing what happened when light shone through different materials. 

We explored which objects allowed light to pass through and which blocked it completely. 

The class learned the scientific vocabulary transparent, translucent and opaque to explain 

how light travelled through these particular objects. We also used mirrors to see what 

happened to the light when this was introduced. The children enjoyed making predictions, 

testing their ideas and explaining their findings using scientific language. 

Read along 

Thank you to all the families who were able to join us for our Read Along session this week. 

It was wonderful to see so many parents, carers and family members sharing books and 

enjoying reading together with the children. They were delighted to showcase their reading 

skills and spend time exploring stories alongside their loved ones. We hope you enjoyed the 

opportunity to visit and share in your child's learning. Thank you for your continued support 

in helping to foster a love of reading at home and at school.

Science Ambassadors Enrichment at Worcester University 

 

Our Science Ambassadors had a day of physics, hosted byNoel Eggerton, our Ogden Trust 

Science Ambassador. We investigated the Fume cupboard, had a look at the geomodel of a 

river for environmental science, we took a soil sample to analyse , we entered an anteroom 

to look at analysing cells, it is heavily sterile to ensure no bugs or viruses get out. We went 

into the Environmental chamber, much to our surprise we were in the same climate Spain, 

but it can go to -20 brrr.It can also change humidity- like being in the Rain Forest.  

We looked at liquid nitrogen and discussed how cold it was. We then went over to the 

forensics lab, we looked at micro plastics which invade our oceans and copper sulphate 

under the microscope which was magnified 200 times. The microscope was great, you can 

analyse fake money and letters, that was amazing. We looked at a business card that looked 

plain but when analysed it was made up of small green and black dots. We then went to look 

at a real Skelton and various bones .  

We went back to the lab and took part in various activities such as fingerprinting, looking 

through microscopes at insects, experimenting with light, we looked at soil composition and 



sketched some skeletons, can you guess what they are? We then had a building competition, 

where we came 3rd, we worked very well as a team and didnќt need any extra resources, so 

won top marks for that. Then our Science Ambassador , Noel showed us some experiments, 

we had a great day working with other partner schools from The Ogden Trust.
